The Army FE Bursary Scheme has now been in place for a year.  Your college is working in 
partnership to deliver this scheme so I thought it was time to let you know what the Army can 
offer within your college in support of the curriculum.  I have a number of teams that can visit 
specific curriculum areas to offer a difference to the normal class work.  The soldiers in these 
teams work within the career arena of the curriculum subject being taught.  This gives your 
student an invaluable opportunity to further explore their chosen career path.  In return, the 
Army gets to raise awareness of the careers it has on offer and the benefits to be gained from 
a career with the Army.  The Army has over 140 career choices and these span most of the 
curriculum areas in your college.  However, I must make it clear we are not after ópoachingô 
your students; the Army works in partnership with the college, offering an opportunity to join 
the Army FE Bursary Scheme.  Your college has committed to the Army FE Bursary Scheme, 
and together, it offers students a chance to gain financial recognition for qualifications, whilst 
also applying for a 4 year commitment to an Army Career.   A one year student, on a Level 2 
NVQ course, can earn £2000 whilst at college.

I offer a one day team building activity called a Pathfinder Development Day.  This covers a 
number of different tasks that enable students to work together as a team to solve problems.  
These are fun activities that will enhance every studentôs ability to work together, and 
communicate to overcome basic problems.  These can either be done on site at the college or 
at our barracks in Grantham, where we have use of an obstacle course and pre-built command 
tasks.  If we come to the college there is the possibility of bringing a climbing tower if you have 
the space.  All of these activities are free.  They take place on a regular basis throughout the 
year.  All you need to do is contact us to arrange a date. 

If you have a student with a keen interest in joining the Army at the end of their college course 
there is an opportunity to spend 4 days with the Army at the barracks in Grantham.  These 
Look at Life courses provide a taste of Army life with an introduction to drill, map reading, team 
work, physical training and mini-exercises.  To attend these courses, student(s) must be a 
British national, meet the Armyôs eligibility requirements, are physically fit and are thinking 
about an Army career.  There are also similar óInsightô Courses run by each of the Armyôs 
Corps that provide a focus on a particular area i.e. the Royal Engineers giving an insight into 
construction.  The start dates for the Look at Life courses are: 3 November, 1 December, 12 
January, 16 February, 16 March, 20 April, 18 May and 15 June 2010. 

The Insight Courses start on various dates and can be organised through the contact 
details given in this newsletter, either by the individual or careers advisers. 

There are two types of presentations; a careers presentation that covers the role of the Army, 
the recruiting process, initial soldier training, rewards and general lifestyle.  This presentation 
can be tailored to particular career group interest, such as engineering.  The other presentation 
is: The Army in Society.  This covers why we have an Army, what it does on a daily basis and 
its current operations. 
 The careers presentation can be delivered to a smaller group of classroom size or a 
whole curriculum group.  These can be booked at any time.  The Army in Society is delivered 
by the Army Student Presentation Team, who are available on the weeks 16-20 Nov 09 and 8-
12 Mar 10.  They require an audience of 50 plus, as the team are only available for a short 
period and are on a strictly ófirst come first servedô basis. 

The Royal Engineers Corps Team is visiting Lincolnshire 19-21 January 2010.  They provide a 
presentation on the way the Royal Engineers carry out their tasks at home and abroad.  They 
then get the students to carry out a bridge building task that takes about 90 minutes, before 
testing the bridges to destruction!!  This is an activity that the whole class can engage in and 
gets them thinking as an engineer.

The Royal Electrical and Mechanical Engineers Corps Team will be in Lincolnshire between 
15-19 March 2010.  As well as a presentation, the team will conduct some low level 
engineering tasks plus some team building exercises.  They cater for up to 30 students over a 
2 to 3 hour period. 

On the 22 March 2010 the Adjutant General Corps are in Lincolnshire for 5 days to provide 
support to all business and administration courses (including tourism and leisure).  They 
provide mental interactive sessions that get all students thinking.   

I also have another team that deliver an inter-active game called ñForce Multiplierò.  This 
is a game for a classroom of students that involves making business decisions whilst moving 
around a large game board.  It involves money, strategy and a cool head to gain rewards to 
better the other teams taking part.  Those that have taken part so far have enjoyed the 
challenge of pitting their wits against their class mates. 

Whilst no teams from the RLC are visiting Lincolnshire, the Army Catering Challenge 
Competition is taking place again in 2010, at Prince William of Gloucester Barracks, Grantham.  
The dates for this competition are 27th to 29th April 2010 and priority is given to Lincolnshire 
colleges. You now have the dates so start planning your teams!!  

The Army Medical Services have visited Lincolnshire before and have proved to be very 
popular.  This year they are visiting from 29th March until 1st April 2010.  They will work with 
healthcare students delivering a session on handling casualties.  This session can be booked 
for a morning or afternoon and caters for about 30 students at a time.   

There is also a veterinary presentation for those students working on animal 
management courses.  The medical team get booked up very quickly, so please contact us as 
soon as possible.  

As the Public Services and Sports courses deliver a wide range of activities they have access 
to Infantry Teams throughout the year.  These visits will be notified to the normal points of 
contact.  In addition, when other activities do become available they are offered to colleges, as 
and when they happen.  Last year, the RLC Port & Maritime Regiment moored at Grimsby 
Docks and visits were conducted to the Army vessels.
